AN ORDINANCE REGARDING VIDEO SERVICE
28.1
VIDEO SERVICE PROVIDER REQUIREMENTS

A. EFFECTIVE DATE This ordinance shall be effective upon its adoption and publication in the code of ordinances and shall apply to all video service providers whose video franchise area includes any area within the Town of Grand Rapids.

B.  FEE IMPOSED: Pursuant to the authority granted in sec. 66.0420(7)(b)1. Wis. Stats., a video service provider fee is hereby imposed in an amount equal to one-half of one percent (.005) of the provider’s gross receipts as that term is defined in sec. 66.0420(2)(j) Wis. Stats. 

C.  PEG CHANNEL REQUIREMENTS Pursuant to the authority granted in 66.0420(5), a video service provider that provides video service in the Town shall provide channel capacity for one (1) public, educational or governmental (PEG) channel. The Town shall ensure that the requirements of sec. 66.0420(5)(c)3. are satisfied. 

D.  PROCEDURE Upon service of a copy of an application for a video service franchise that has been submitted to the Wisconsin Department of Financial Institutions pursuant to sec. 66.0420(3)(d), the Town Clerk shall, within 10 days, notify the applicant of the fee and the PEG channel requirements imposed in this section. 

E.  CUSTOMER SERVICE STANDARDS Pursuant to sec. 66.0420(9) Wis. Stats., a video service provider shall comply with the customer service standards specified in 47 CFR 76.309(c) in its provision of video service. 

This ordinance shall take effect from and after the date of its passage and publication as provided by law.
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Should any portion of this ordinance be declared unconstitutional or invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, the remainder of this ordinance shall not be affected.
