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ORDINANCE NO:  11
AN ORDINANCE REGULATING USE, OPERATION AND COMMERCIAL LICENSING OF SNOWMOBILES
The Town Board of the Town of Grand Rapids, Wisconsin, pursuant to § 66.0113 Wisconsin Statutes does ordain as follows with regard to its Town Ordinances:

11.1
Purpose

It is the purpose of this ordinance to adopt the statutory provisions of Chapter 350, Wisconsin Statutes, describing and defining regulations with respect to snowmobiles.

A. Except as otherwise specifically provided in this code, the statutory provisions in Chapter 350, Wis. Statutes, describing and defining regulations with respect to snowmobiles, exclusive of any provisions therein relating to penalties to be imposed and exclusive of any regulations for which the statutory penalty is a fine or term of imprisonment are hereby adopted and by reference made part of this code as if fully set forth herein.  Acts required to be performed or prohibited by any statute incorporated herein by reference are required or prohibited by this code.  Any future amendments, revisions or modifications of the statutes incorporated herein are intended to be made a part of this code in order to secure uniform state wide regulation of snowmobiles.

11.2  
Designated Snowmobile Routes: 
A. Except as provided in § 350.02 and § 350.03 of the Wisconsin Statutes, no person shall operate a snowmobile upon any public right-of-way, in any public park, golf course, or on any other public property in the township except as provided in Section 11.2(B).

B. Pursuant to § 350.04(2) of the Wisconsin Statutes, and subject to the limitations set forth in § 350.04(2), the Town designates that the following highways and streets are designated snowmobile routes to be used only for direct access to and from authorized snowmobile trails.

1) Designated highways and streets:

a) The corner of 64th Street South and Wazeecha Avenue to Lake Wazeecha, then across Lake Wazeecha to Whitrock Avenue.

b) 72nd Street North from State Highway 54 south to its termination.

c) 72nd Street North from Washington Street north to its termination.

d) Wood Avenue, 48th Street South to 52nd Street South.

e) Buchburger Road from 64th Street South east to 68th Street South.

f) Washington Street, 64th Street North east to County Highway U [80th Street South].

g) 52nd Street South from North Beach Road to Wazeecha Avenue.

2) Snowmobiles operating on roads designated as snowmobile routes shall stay to the extreme right of the road and stay in single file.

3) Designated parks, golf courses, and recreational areas:
a) Operation of snowmobiles is not authorized in any public park, golf course or recreational area unless such specific public park, golf course or recreational area has been designated for snowmobile use.

b) Authorized snowmobile clubs are directed and authorized to procure, erect, and maintain appropriate snowmobile route, trail or limit markers.

c) Snowmobiles operated on designated snowmobiles routes throughout the Town of Grand Rapids shall observe the rules of the road for motor vehicles as required by Wisconsin Statutes and Town of Grand Rapids Ordinances which are hereby adopted and made part of this ordinance as if fully set forth herein.  Any act required to be performed or prohibited by such laws is required or prohibited by this ordinance.

11.3
Penalties

Except as provided in (A) and (B), any person who violates any provision of this ordinance shall, upon conviction, be subjected to a forfeiture per Ordinance 39 “Schedule of Fees and Forfeitures” together with the costs of prosecution.   
A. Except as provided in Section 11.3(B), any person who violates any provision of this ordinance and who, within the last three years prior to the conviction for the current violation was two or more times previously convicted for violating the same provision of this ordinance adopted state statute shall forfeit not more than $500.00.

B. Except as provided under § 350.11(2) and § 350.11(3), a person who violates the provision of this ordinance adopting § 350.101(1)(a) or (b) or the provision of this ordinance adopting § 350.104(5) shall forfeit not less than $400.00 nor more than $500.00.

C. A person who violates the provision of this ordinance adopting § 350.101(1)(c) or provision of this ordinance adopting § 350.104(5) and who has not attained the age of 19 shall forfeit not more than $50.00.

This ordinance shall take effect from and after the date of its passage and publication as provided by law.
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Should any portion of this ordinance be declared unconstitutional or invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, the remainder of this ordinance shall not be affected.
