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ORDINANCE NO:  21
AN ORDINANCE REGULATING PARKING UPON THE HIGHWAYS
The Town Board of the Town of Grand Rapids, Wisconsin, pursuant to § 349.13 Wisconsin Statutes does ordain as follows with regard to its Town Ordinances:

21.1
Areas Where Parking is Prohibited
Except temporarily for the purpose of and while actually engaged in the loading or unloading or in receiving or discharging passengers or property and while the vehicle is attended by a licensed operator so that it may be moved properly in case of an emergency or to avoid obstruction of traffic, no person shall at any time park or leave standing any vehicle upon any of the highways or parts of highways listed in Schedule A attached hereto and made a part thereof.
21.2
Prohibition During Certain Periods
No person shall park or leave standing any vehicle upon any highway or parts of highways listed in Schedule B attached hereto and made a part hereof at the time indicated, except temporarily for the purpose of and while actually engaged in receiving or discharging passengers.
21.3
Street Maintenance
Whenever it is necessary to clear or repair a Town of Grand Rapids roadway or any part thereof, the Town of Grand Rapids traffic department shall post such highways or parts thereof with signs bearing the words “No Parking - Street Maintenance Work.”  Said sign shall be erected at least two hours prior to the time that street maintenance work is to be commenced.  No person shall park a motor vehicle in violation of said sign.

21.4
Parking in Driveways
No person shall park or leave standing any motor vehicle in any private driveway without permission of the owner or lessee of the property upon which such driveway is located, whether or not such driveway is posted to limit or restrict parking.

21.5
Parking Heavy Vehicles
No operator of a motor truck, truck tractor, trailer, or semi-trailer, or any other vehicle or combination of vehicles other than a motorbus weighing more than 6,000 lbs. shall park such vehicle on any highway other than a routed state trunk highway, in any zoning district, except for such time as it is reasonably necessary to facilitate the loading or unloading of the vehicle.

A. For the purpose of this subsection, highways shall be defined as any area dedicated for roadway purposes, including all such right-of way, whether or not paved.

21.6
Snow Emergency Parking Restriction
Whenever the Grand Rapids Police Department and/or Grand Rapids Public Works Department shall by reason of a heavy snowstorm or blizzard proclaim a snow emergency, no person shall park, stop, or leave standing any vehicle upon the streets or any portions of the streets during the hours set forth in said proclamation.  The proclamation shall be broadcasted on a local radio station at least thirty (30) minutes prior to this section taking effect.
21.7
Unlawful Removal of Parking Citations
No person other than the owner or operator thereof shall remove a Town of Grand Rapids parking citation from any motor vehicle.

21.8
Removal of Illegally Parked Vehicles
Any vehicle parked or left standing upon a highway, street or alley or other public grounds in violation of any of the provisions of this section or any of the provisions of the state statutes is declared to be a hazard to traffic and public safety.  Such vehicle shall be removed by the operator, upon request of any police officer, to a position where parking, stopping or standing is not prohibited.  Any police officer after issuing a citation for illegal parking, stopping or standing of an unattended vehicle in the violation of this code is authorized to remove such vehicle to a position where parking is not prohibited.  The officer may order a motor carrier holding a permit to perform vehicle towing service, a licensed motor vehicle salvage dealer or a licensed motor vehicle dealer who performs vehicle towing services, to remove and store such vehicle in any storage garage or rental parking grounds or to any facility of the person providing the towing services.  In addition to other penalties provided in this ordinance, the owner or operator of a vehicle so removed shall pay the costs of towing and storage.
21.9
Registration Record of Vehicle as Evidence
When any vehicle is found upon a street or highway in violation of any provisions of this ordinance by stopping, standing or parking of vehicles and the identity of the operator cannot be determined, the owner as shown by the owner’s registration of the vehicle supplied by the Wisconsin Department of Transportation, or a comparable authority of any other state, shall be subject to appropriate penalty.

21.10
Abandoned Vehicles
No person shall abandon any vehicle unattended within the Town of Grand Rapids for such time and under such circumstances as to cause the vehicle to reasonably appear to be abandoned.

A. As used in this section, “vehicle” means a motor vehicle, trailer, semi-trailer or mobile home, whether or not the vehicle is registered under Wisconsin Statutes.

B. Any vehicle left unattended for more than 72 hours on any public street or grounds, or on private property where parking is prohibited, limited or restricted without permission of the owner or lessee, is deemed abandoned and constitutes a public nuisance; provided that the vehicle shall not be deemed abandoned under this section if left unattended on private property out of public view, by permission of the owner or lessee.

C. This section shall not apply to a vehicle in an enclosed building; a vehicle in an appropriate storage place or depository maintained in a lawful place and manner authorized by the Town of Grand Rapids Board.

D. Any vehicle found abandoned in violation of this ordinance shall be impounded by the Town of Grand Rapids Police Department until lawfully claimed or disposed of as provided in this section.  If the Chief of Police or his duly authorized representative determines that the towing cost and storage charges for the minimum impoundment period would exceed the value of the vehicle, the vehicle may be junked or sold prior to the expiration of the impoundment period upon determination by the Chief of Police if the vehicle is not wanted for evidence or any other reason; provided that vehicles in excess of 19 model years of age shall be sold or disposed of only by auction, sale or sealed bid in accordance with this section.

E. The minimum period of impoundment or storage of a vehicle found in violation of this section shall be thirty (30) days.

F. The Town of Grand Rapids Police Department, after removing or causally removal of any vehicle found in violation of this section shall within ten (10) days thereafter notify the owner and lien holders of record, by certified mail, of the impoundment and of their right to claim the vehicle.  The notice shall set forth information contained in § 342.40(3) Wis. Stats., and shall state that the failure of the owner or lien holders to exercise their rights to reclaim the vehicle shall be deemed a waiver of all right, title and interest in the vehicle and a consent to sale of the vehicle.

G. Each retained vehicle not reclaimed by the owner or lien holder may be disposed of by sealed bid or auction sale as provided in § 342.40(3) Wis. Stats.

H. The sale of a motor vehicle under the provisions of this section shall forever bar all prior claims thereto and interest therein except as hereinafter provided.

I. The purchaser of any vehicle on sealed bid or auction sale under this section shall have ten (10) days to remove the vehicle from the storage area upon payment of storage fee as per Ordinance 39 “Schedule of Fees and Forfeitures”.  If not paid within ten days after the sale, the purchaser shall forfeit all interest in the vehicle and the vehicle shall be deemed abandoned and may be again sold.

J. Any listing of vehicles to be sold pursuant to this section shall be made available by the Town of Grand Rapids Clerk to any interested person or organization who makes a written request thereof for the fee per Ordinance 39 “Schedule of Fees and Forfeitures”.  
K. Within five (5) days after sale or disposition of a vehicle under this section, the Clerk shall advise Wisconsin Department of Transportation of such sale or disposition on a form supplied by the Department.

L. At anytime within two (2) years after the sale of a motor vehicle is provided herein, any person claiming ownership of such motor vehicle or a financial interest therein may present a claim to the Town Board of the Town of Grand Rapids setting forth such facts as are necessary to establish such ownership or interest, and that the failure of the claimant to reclaim the vehicle prior to sale was not the result of neglect or fault of the claimant.  If the Town Board of the Town of Grand Rapids is satisfied as to the justice of such claim, is may allow the same, but in no case shall the amount allowed exceed the sum paid into the municipal treasury as a result of the sale of such motor vehicle, nor the amount of interest of the claimant therein.

M. Any owner or person operating a registered vehicle which shall become disabled or inoperative for any reason, and who shall be unable to cause removal of such vehicle from any alley, street, highway or public place, not otherwise regulated as a restricted parking, stopping or standing zone, shall, within twelve (12) hours of such occurrence, notify the Town of Grand Rapids Police Department of the location of the vehicle and shall transfer or deliver clear title for said vehicle to the Town together with a fee as per Ordinance 39 “Schedule of Fees and Forfeitures” to offset the costs of towing and junking charges and shall be exempt from the provisions of this ordinance.  When so requested by the owner or person in charge of the vehicle, the Town of Grand Rapids Police Department shall be authorized to order such vehicle removed or junked directly from the scene.
21.11
Inoperable, Wrecked, or Discarded Vehicles 
No person owning or having custody of any partially dismantled, non-operable, wrecked, junked or discarded motor vehicle shall allow such vehicle to remain on any public highway longer than forty-eight (48) hours after notification thereof by the Grand Rapids Police Department.  Notification shall be accomplished by placing in a conspicuous place on the vehicle and by mailing or serving upon the owner or occupant in charge of the premises a written notice setting forth briefly the applicable provisions of this section and the date of the notice.  Any vehicle so tagged which is not removed within forty-eight (48) hours after notice is declared to be a public nuisance and may be removed and disposed of as provided in Section 21.10 of this ordinance.

A. This section shall not apply to a motor vehicle in an appropriate storage place or depository maintained in a lawful place and manner authorized by the Town of Grand Rapids.

21.12
State Traffic Parking Laws
Statutory provisions of Chapter 340 to 348 of the Wisconsin Statutes describing and defining regulations with respect to parking, stopping or leaving standing a vehicle parked in a street or highway, exclusive of any provisions therein relating to penalties to be imposed are hereby adopted and by reference made part of this ordinance as if fully set forth herein.  Any future amendments, revisions or modifications of the statutes incorporated herein are intended to be made part of this code.

21.13
Payment of Penalty
Minimum and maximum forfeitures for violation of the offenses described in Section 346.51 to 346.55 of the Wisconsin Statutes is hereby adopted and forfeitures as per Uniform State Traffic Deposit Schedule shall apply together with the costs of prosection.
A. The penalty for all other parking violations not included above shall, upon conviction, be as per Ordinance 39 “Schedule of Fees and Forfeitures” together with the costs of prosecution. 
21.14
Enforcement
This ordinance shall be enforced in accordance with the applicable provisions of the Wisconsin Statutes in this section.

A. The Chief of Police for the Town of Grand Rapids shall recommend a citation for use in enforcing violation of this ordinance.  When approved by the Town Board of the Town of Grand Rapids, said citation shall be used for enforcement of this ordinance.  The citation shall contain a notice of the person cited may discharge the forfeiture for violation of this ordinance and the penalties thereof in accordance with this ordinance.  Non-moving traffic citations may be issued by law enforcement officers of the Town of Grand Rapids.

B. Deposits and Stipulations.  
1) Persons cited for violation of non-moving traffic offenses described and defined in this code may discharge the penalties thereof and avoid court prosecution by forwarding within ten (10) days of the issuance of the citation to the Town of Grand Rapids Police Department the minimum penalty as is specified on the citation.  If not so forwarded, the penalty may be discharged by forwarding the amount as is indicated on the citation plus an additional late charge as per Ordinance 39 “Schedule of Fees and Forfeitures”.
2) If the alleged violator does not deliver or mail a deposit as provided in (1) within twenty (20) days from the date of the citation, the Chief of Police of the Town of Grand Rapids shall forward a copy of the citation to the municipal attorney for prosecution pursuant to law.
3) All officers receiving deposits for non-moving traffic violations under this subsection shall pay over such deposit to the municipal treasurer within seven (7) days of receipt.  Such payment shall be accompanied by an itemized statement for each deposit of the offense charged and the name of the depositor.

This ordinance shall take effect from and after the date of its passage and publication as provided by law.
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Schedule A … Ordinance No. 21
1. On the south side of Dove Avenue from its intersection with State Highway 13 (8th Street South) west for one-tenth of a mile.

2. On the south side of Lakewood Lane from State Highway 13 east for one-tenth of a mile.

3. On the south side of Two Mile Avenue from State Highway 13 west .25 of a mile to a point ending at Lincoln Street.

4. On the east side of 16th Street from the right-of-way of the Chicago & Northwestern Railroad south to the intersection of Pepper Avenue and 16th Street.

5. On both sides of 48th Street South from 70 feet north of its intersection with County Trunk W to a point .05 of a mile north.

6. On the south side of Ruby Avenue from Lincoln Street east .10 of a mile.

7. Both sides of 48th Street South between no parking signs in vicinity of 4 Mile Creek.

8. On the east side of 32nd Street North from Washington Street south .6 of a mile.

9. On the east side of 48th Street South from County Trunk W south .1 of a mile.

10. Ruby Avenue on the north side from the right-of-way on State Highway 13 westerly 50 feet.

11. Maple Manor Drive on the south side of the road from its intersection with Lincoln Street easterly for a distance of 1,200 feet.

12. Seventh Street on the west side from Two Mile Avenue to Pine Street for a distance of 275 feet.

13. Both sides of Brianwood Avenue from Lincoln Street west .25 of a mile to Sampson Street.
