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ORDINANCE NO:  27
AN ORDINANCE REGULATING THE ISSUANCE OF CITATIONS FOR VIOLATIONS OF ORDINANCES AND PROVIDING A SCHEDULE OF CASH DEPOSITS
The Town Board of the Town of Grand Rapids, Wisconsin, pursuant to § 66.0113 Wisconsin Statutes does ordain as follows with regard to its Town Ordinances:

27.1
Purpose

The Town of Grand Rapids hereby elects to use a citation method of enforcement of violations of ordinances of the Town including those statutory counterparts incorporated by Town ordinance.

27.2
The Citation
A. The citation shall consist of the following:

1) The name and address of the alleged violator.

2) Factual allegations describing the alleged violation.
3) The time and place of the offense.
4) The section of the ordinance violated.
5) A designation of the offense in such manner as can readily be understood by a person making a reasonable effort to do so.
6) The time at which the alleged violator may appear in court.
7) A statement which in essence informs the alleged violator:
a) That a cash forfeiture based on the schedule of deposits established by this ordinance and/or based on the table of forfeitures established by Ordinance #39 may be made and shall be delivered or mailed to the Grand Rapids Municipal Court Clerk prior to the time of the scheduled court appearance.

b) That if a deposit is made, no appearance in court is necessary unless the violator is subsequently summoned.

c) That if the alleged violator makes a cash deposit and does not appear in court, either he or she will be deemed to have tendered a plea of no contest and submitted to a forfeiture and a penalty assessment imposed by Sec. 165.87 Wis. Stat. not to exceed the amount of the deposit or will be summoned into court to answer the complaint if the court does not accept the plea of no contest.

d) That if no cash deposit is made and the alleged violator does not appear in court at the time specified, an action may be commenced to collect the forfeiture and the penalty assessment imposed by Sec. 165.87 Wis. Stat.

8) A direction that if the alleged violator elects to make a cash deposit, the statement which accompanies the citation shall be signed to indicate the statement required under subsection 7 has been read.  Such statement shall be sent or brought with the cash deposit.

9) Such other information as the Town deems necessary.

B. The form of the citation(s) to be used by the Town is attached hereto and made a part of this ordinance by reference.

27.3 Schedule of Deposits
A. A schedule of cash deposits, which is attached hereto and made a part hereof, and a table of forfeitures as listed in Ordinance #39, is established for use with citations issued under this ordinance.  The amounts set forth represent monetary forfeitures for the violation of the ordinance which is the basis of the citation and are exclusive of any costs and assessments imposed by Wisconsin Statutes.

B. Deposits shall be made in cash, money order or certified check to the Grand Rapids Municipal Court Clerk who shall provide a receipt thereof.

C. In addition to the deposits and/or forfeitures set forth, the deposit for each citation shall include:

1) Court costs pursuant to § 814.63(1) and 814.65(1) Wis. Stat. as may be amended from time to time.

2) Municipal ordinance disposition fee pursuant to § 814.63(2) Wis. Stat. as may be amended from time to time.

3) Automation fee pursuant to § 814.63(5) Wis. Stat. as may be amended from time to time.

4) County jail surcharge pursuant to § 53.46 Wis. Stat. as may be amended from time to time.

5) Penalty assessment, for all but non-moving traffic violations pursuant to § 165.87 Wis. Stat. as may be amended from time to time.

6) Any other costs which may be imposed by statute enacted subsequent to passage of this amendment.

D. The bond for all citations issued for violations of ordinances incorporating state statute and for which a bond deposit is established by the Deposit Schedules adopted by the Wisconsin Judicial Conference, as are in effect on the date of the respective violation, is incorporated by this ordinance.  In addition to the amounts set forth in such Deposit Schedules, each deposit shall include the municipal ordinance disposition fee pursuant to § 814.63(2) Wis. Stat. as may be amended from time to time.

27.4
Issuance of Citations

Law enforcement officers may issue citations authorized under this ordinance.

A. The Town’s Building Inspector, Health Inspector and Zoning Administrator may issue citations under this ordinance as it relates to the respective duties.

27.5
Statutory Authority

§ 66.0113 Wis. Stat. relating to violator’s options and procedures on default is hereby adopted and incorporated herein by reference.

27.6
Enforcement
Adoption of this ordinance does not preclude the Board from adopting any other ordinance or providing for the enforcement of any other law or ordinance relating to the same or other matter.

A. This issuance of a citation hereunder shall not prohibit the Town or any authorized officer from proceeding under any other ordinance or law or by any other enforcement method to enforce any ordinance, regulation or order.

27.7
Penalties

Each day a violation for which a forfeiture is set forth herein exists or continues shall constitute a separate offense.

This ordinance shall take effect from and after the date of its passage and publication as provided by law.
