ORDINANCE NO:  31
AN ORDINANCE REGULATING DISORDERLY CONDUCT WITH A MOTOR VEHICLE
31.1
Purpose
No person shall, within the Town of Grand Rapids, on public or private property, by or through the use of a motor driven vehicle, including, but not limited to, automobiles, trucks, motorcycles, all terrain vehicles, snowmobiles or mini bikes, under circumstances which tend to cause or provoke a disturbance or annoy one or more persons, engage in violent, abusive, unreasonably loud or otherwise disorderly conduct, including but not limited to unnecessary, deliberate or intentional:  spinning of wheels, squealing of tires, revving of the engine, blowing the horn(s), causing the engine to backfire, or causing the vehicle, while commencing to move or while in motion, to raise one or more of its wheels off the ground.  Such conduct is hereby declared to be both unlawful and a nuisance.
31.2
Penalties
Any party who shall violate any of the provisions of this ordinance, upon conviction, shall be shall be subjected to a forfeiture per Ordinance 39 “Schedule of Fees and Forfeitures” together with the costs of prosecution, and in default of the payment of such forfeiture and costs of such prosecution, shall be imprisoned in the County Jail of Wood County for a period not exceeding thirty (30) days for each separate conviction.  

31.3
Enforcement and Statutory Authority
This ordinance shall be enforced in accordance with the provisions of the Town of Grand Rapids Ordinance No. 27 and § 66.0113 and § 66.0114 Wis. Stat.

A. Stipulation of Guilt or No Contest:  Stipulations of guilt or no contest may be made by parties charged with violating this ordinance in accordance with Ordinance No. 27 and § 66.0113(3) and § 66.0114(1)(b) Wis. Stat.  Stipulations shall conform to the form specified by Ordinance No. 27, and may be accepted within 10 days of the date of issuance of the citation by the Town of Grand Rapids Police Department.
B. Deposits:  All deposits upon citations issued pursuant to this ordinance shall conform to the requirements of the Town of Grand Rapids Ordinance No. 27 as may be amended from time to time.

31.4
Severability
The provisions of this ordinance shall be deemed severable and it expressly declared that the Town Board would have passed the other provisions of this ordinance irrespective of whether or not one or more provisions may be declared invalid and if any provision of this ordinance or the application thereof to any person or circumstances is held invalid, the remainder of the ordinance and the application of such provisions to other persons or circumstances shall not be affected thereby.

This ordinance shall take effect from and after the date of its passage and publication as provided by law.
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Should any portion of this ordinance be declared unconstitutional or invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, the remainder of this ordinance shall not be affected.
