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ORDINANCE NO:  37
AN ORDINANCE REGULATING CHARGES FOR REMOVAL OF VEHICLES VIOLATING TRAFFIC REGULATIONS
The Town Board of the Town of Grand Rapids, Wisconsin, pursuant to § 349.13 Wisconsin Statutes does ordain as follows with regard to its Town Ordinances:

37.1
Authorized Towing Services Proof of Liability Insurance

All persons or businesses providing towing services pursuant to the direction of the authorities of the Town of Grand Rapids shall provide satisfactory proof of liability insurance prior to undertaking towing services on behalf of the Town of Grand Rapids.
37.2
Charges for Services

The owner or operator of any vehicle removed at the direction of the authorities of the Town of Grand Rapids shall be liable for the costs to the provider of the services of removal and, if necessary, storage, and shall pay same prior to obtaining possession of the removed vehicle.  All charges imposed by the provider of the service shall be reasonable and may vary based upon the time of day, day of week, distance moved and any other reasonably required service.
37.3
Notification of Location of Vehicles

All providers of removal services shall inform the Town of Grand Rapids Police Department of the location to which vehicles are removed and shall be available during normal business hours to accept payment for charges and return of removed vehicles.

This ordinance shall take effect from and after the date of its passage and publication as provided by law.
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Should any portion of this ordinance be declared unconstitutional or invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, the remainder of this ordinance shall not be affected.
