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ORDINANCE NO:  45
AN ORDINANCE REGULATING VOLUNTEER FIRE DEPARTMENT ACCOUNTS
The Town Board of the Town of Grand Rapids, Wisconsin, pursuant to § 66.0608 Wisconsin Statutes does ordain as follows with regard to its Town Ordinances:

45.1
Deposit of Funds

The Fire Chief of the Grand Rapids Volunteer Fire Department, or his designee, may deposit volunteer funds of the department in an account, in the name of the fire department, in a public depository.  The Volunteer Fire Department shall have control over the funds so deposited.

45.2 
Authorization

The Fire Chief and the Assistant Fire Chief are authorized to spend, on behalf of the department, the funds so deposited.  All withdrawals in excess of $500 shall require both the signature of the Fire Chief and the Treasurer of the Grand Rapids Volunteer Fire Department Association.

45.3
Approval Procedures

All expenditures from said fund shall require approval by the membership of the Volunteer Fire Department.

45.4
Audit

Said account shall be audited on an annual basis with said audit to be completed by May 1st of each year.

This ordinance shall take effect from and after the date of its passage and publication as provided by law.
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Should any portion of this ordinance be declared unconstitutional or invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, the remainder of this ordinance shall not be affected.
