Purpose

This ordinance shall regulate the usage of all-terrain vehicles (ATV) by adopting § 23.33 Wis. Stats., and the penalty provision set forth in § 23.33(13) Wis. Stats.
59.2 State All-Terrain Vehicle Laws Adopted: The provisions describing and defining regulations with respect to all-terrain vehicles in the following enumerated Subsections of § 23.33 Wis. Stats. are adopted and made a part of this ordinance.  Any future amendments or revisions are herby adopted by reference and made part of this Section as if fully set forth herein.  Any Acts required to be performed by the following Statutory Subsections or prohibited by such Statutory Subsections are required to be performed by this Section or are prohibited by this Section.

Enforcement

Any person or organization who violates any provision of this ordinance shall upon conviction be subjected to a forfeiture per Ordinance 39 “Schedule of Fees and Forfeitures” for each offense, together with the costs of prosecution. Referring to § 23.33(12) Wis. Stats.
This ordinance shall take effect from and after the date of its passage and publication as provided by law.
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Should any portion of this ordinance be declared unconstitutional or invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, the remainder of this ordinance shall not be affected.
